“National Arbor Day”

National Arbor Day is Friday, April 28. In 1854 J Sterling Morton
moved from Detroit to the area that is now Nebraska. He and other
pioneers noticed a lack of trees, which were needed to act as
windbreaks to stabilize the soil and to give shade from the sun. On
January 4, 1872, he proposed a holiday to plant trees on April 10
that year. About one million trees were planted in Nebraska on the
first Arbor Day. In 1885, Arbor Day became a legal holiday and
was moved to April 22, which was Morton's birthday. In 1989, the
official state holiday was moved to the last Friday in April. All states
in the US now have an official Arbor Day.

Pesach, known in English as Passover, is one of the most commonly
observed Jewish holidays. The primary observances of Pesach are
related to the Exodus from Egypt after generations of slavery. On the
first night of Pesach there is a special family meal filled with ritual as a
reminder of the significance of the holiday. This meal is called a Seder
from a Hebrew root word meaning "order" because there is a specific
set of information that must be discussed in a specific order. It was an
honor and a most reverent experience for us to be included in a Seder
with our friends in Salt Lake City.

What a great day we had! Sorry that so many of
you could not be with us for our first Chapter ride
on March 11.

We went south and east around Kuna and turned
right on Swan Falls Road for a beautiful trip south
toward the still snowy Owyhee Mountains. Near
the canyon, the road passes a small butte on the
leftT Initial Point i the initial survey point for all land
survey in ldaho.

The rim of the Snake River is always dramatic, and
the trip down to Swan Falls Dam even more so.

Swan Falls Dam, the very first dam ever
built on the Snake River, has been standing there
generating power since 1901. It has relatively
unique architecture, and the old boarding house
built to house workers, still stands, and was used
into the 198006s.

We enjoyed ourselves so much there, taking
pictures, watching the birds, and reading
information boards that we had to forego the

planned stop at Celebration Park. So it was on
to Walters Ferry, Map Rock Road, and The
Orchard House where Bill, Hal, and Karen
joined us for lunch.

On the way north on Chicken Dinner Road, we
glimpsed some amazing sculptures of horses
and a stage coach. This intrigued us so much
we fAhad too go back f
The return trip was worth the effort, proving
there are amazing stories and sights where you
least expect them. An obviously creative farrier
found an interesting use for the horseshoes he
removed, welding them together artistically to
form these beautiful works of art. | suggest a
drive by to see his work, just north of Marsing
Road.

We had a great time, and if time and weather
permit, we will consider doing this ride again
later in the season so that more of you can
enjoy what we did.
